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[bookmark: _GoBack]Pianist Anna Soukiassian has distinguished herself regionally and internationally as an artist of tremendous gifts, displaying “an abundance of technique and a wide range of expression, from intense sensitivity to strongly driven passionate expression.” Born in Yerevan, Armenia Ms. Soukiassian started playing the piano at the age of three and by the age of twelve performed on Armenian State television. She has appeared in numerous solo recitals in Armenia and in the countries of Lithuania, Estonia, Moldavia, Hungary, Germany, Italy, and Canada at venues such as the French Library in Boston, the Liszt Academy in Budapest, Tower Auditorium in Hartford and the Hochschule fur Musik in Wurzburg, Germany among others. As concerto soloist she has appeared with the Longy Chamber Orchestra and Boston Virtuosi. Ms. Soukiassian received a BM “with excellence” from the R. Melikian Music College, a MM from Komitas State Conservatory and an Artist Diploma Degree from the Longy School of Music, where she was winner of the Longy Concerto Competition. She then continued her Doctoral studies at Boston University, where she was a recipient of the prestigious Directors Award and the Anne and Aaron Richmond Piano Scholarship. Ms. Soukiassian has performed and taught at Bridgewater State College, Phillips Academy, Interlochen Center for the Arts, Towson University, Orfeo International Music Festival in Italy, and at the Peabody Institute. She performs regularly with her husband, violinist Jeffrey Howard, in the Kassian-Howard Duo and is an active adjudicator in the State of Maryland.
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
